
Choreographic Competition - Saturday 6th December 
 
Dear All, 
 
With our 2015 show fast approaching we are trying to raise as much money as possible to keep 
costs of costumes to a minimum. To this end we will be holding a Choreographic Competition 
for all our pupils.  We hope that this will be a fun but competitive afternoon, and we would be 
delighted to welcome lots of family members and friends in the audience to support the 
competitors. 
 
The competition will take place on Saturday 6th December on the stage at Freman College 
from 3:00-4:30pm approx. (timings to be confirmed once entries have been received). 
 
Children can enter in the following categories; 
Solos,  
Duets & Trios,  
Groups (4 or more dancers) 
 
in the following genres: Ballet, Tap, Modern, Character, Contemporary or Street.  
 
Age groups will be;  
5yrs and under, (Babies) 
6-9yrs (Juniors) 
10-12yrs (Intermediates) 
13yrs and over (Seniors) 
 
Children can take part in as many dances as they would like! 
 
All those that take part will receive a medal or certificate for participation, and the winner/s, who 
will be determined by a guest adjudicator, will receive a trophy. Prizes will be awarded taking into 
account not only the choreography, but the choice and professionalism of the music and 
costuming. 
 
In order to raise money for show costumes a small entry will be charged as follows; 
 
£3 per solo 
£2 per person in a group (e.g. a group of 4 will pay £2 each = £8 in total) 
 
We would be delighted to welcome as many audience members as possible, and all those who 
attend will be asked to donate £2 to watch the whole competition.   All proceeds will go towards 
the costume fund.  
 
We would like as many children to take part as possible and we look forward to seeing all the 
children’s dances!   Remember... the more entries and the more members of the audience, the 
more money for costumes! 
 
We will need all application forms for those that would like to take part by Saturday 29th 
November.
